Housing for New Hope

Works to prevent and end homeless, by providing affordable housing, crisis
assistance, and street-outreach care for the transitionally- and chronically-home
less in our community.

Project: Cleaning and organizing HNH’s storage units where they receive impor-
tant donations of clothing and furniture for their homeless clients.

Needed: 10 people, teenagers and up. Some heavy lifting required

Interfaith Hospitality Network

IHN connects homeless families who are in need of emergency housing with
churches and synagogues, which provide housing and meals in their buildings.
Project: Take IHN parents and their children to the Museum of Life and Science
for the morning! Build relationships, share stories, explore the museum, and
offer a morning of fun to families under great stress.

Needed: 6-8 adults, feel free to bring children!

Pregnancy Support Services

PSS offers help for those facing unplanned pregnancy, post-abortive recovery
and counseling, and relationship support.

Project: Touching up and/or painting furniture; organizing the supply room
Needed: 4-5 people, no age restrictions.

Reality Ministries

A community-based, Christian ministry to kids on the margins, including an after
-school ministry and a relational ministry with people with disabilities.

Project: Pulling up carpet; installing carpet (for people with special carpet
skills!), painting, and landscaping. All projects will be working on the “Reality
Center,” the community center where Reality Ministries welcomes marginalized
kids from all over Durham.

Needed: 6-8 people, teenagers and adults. A chainsaw would come in handy for
landscaping—bamboo removal!

Urban Hope

Urban Hope is a ministry of the Navigators, proclaiming the Gospel in the
neighborhood of Walltown. UH runs a full-time summer camp, a basketball pro-
gram, and a leadership program.

Project: Preparing houses to be move-in-ready for camp counselors who will live
in Walltown for the summer. This project involves some cleaning and organiz-
ing, some heavy lifting, and an opportunity to learn more about Urban Hope and
the Walltown community.

Needed: 2-3 people will clean and organize; 2-3 people will move furniture from
a storage area into the houses. Having a truck would be a plus!

Urban Ministries

Provides food, clothing, shelter, and supportive services to people who are in
need in Durham.

Project: Sorting and hanging clothes in the Clothing Closet.

Needed: Up to 20 people, no age restrictions. Younger children must be super-
vised by parents. This project is great for groups and is a fun way to get to know
new people!

Lunch Preparation

Help make a delicious lunch for Blacknallites returning from a morning of
service. A great project for parents to do with children. No special cooking
skills required!

Project: Loaded baked potatoes and fun in the kitchen!

Needed: 4-6 people

the “Grab Bag” list. We will let you know what project you will be on, and if you
need to bring special tools or wear special clothes. Thanks for being flexible.

Proverbs 22:6 (The Message)

Point your kids in the right direction — when they’re old they won'’t be lost.

It is coming up on that time of year in our household when the schools my
children attend announce that it will soon be “teacher appreciation week”. These
weeks usually involve specific days where each child is asked to bring in some-
thing for their teachers: plants, cards, sweets, hand-written notes. My children
usually participate in these weeks of thanks, even though I sometimes chafe at
being told exactly how to “appreciate” someone. That does not mean that I’m not
incredibly thankful for all that these wonderful instructors do for our children, for
indeed I am! They selflessly pour out time and attention to help our children
learn. How can I not take time to say thanks?

As I’ve been thinking about what our family will do for teacher appreciation
week at school, I’ve also been thinking of how much I appreciate the Sunday
School teachers who teach all of our children at Blacknall. Isn’t the “material”
that they are teaching so much more important than reading and writing? We
have some amazing people who spend an hour with our children each week,
pouring the love of Christ into all they do and say. These teachers too pour time
and attention into preparing lessons, crafts, and games, and in praying for our
children. Recently I received an email from one teacher, who said very simply,
“[we] really want to give these children a love for coming to Sunday School and
a heart open to the love of Christ.” You can see how well they do that in the joy
on the children’s faces as they arrive every Sunday for class! I am so very thank-
ful for these Sunday School teachers as well!

I know that when I talk about Children’s Sunday school, it brings up many differ-
ent thoughts for each of us. Some have memories from Sunday school of their
childhood, others from their children’s experience, and still others from teaching
Sunday school. We all have ideas of what we think Sunday school should look
like, and what it’s purpose should be. How should Children’s Sunday school fit
in as part of Blacknall as an Outpost of the Kingdom? What do we as a congre-
gation want for our children? There is a group of people, the Children’s Ministry
Vision Team, who have gathered to consider just that, about Children’s Sunday
school, as well as all of the other parts of Children’s Ministry at Blacknall. This
group will be soliciting comments from the Blacknall family soon, so as you
consider Children’s Sunday school and what it means to you, please tuck away
your thoughts to share with us. Watch for announcements to come about where
and how to share that information with us!

The Sunday School “year” draws to a close at the end of this month, so please
take time to show your appreciation to our teachers. They are listed on the next
page of this newsletter. Take a minute after your Sunday school class and walk
around the children’s hallways and say thank you to them. Leave them a note in
their classroom, or bake them a cookie or two. Especially, please pray for them!
And pray too that we will together raise up our Blacknall children well!

Durham Crisis Response Center — Pennies for Change

The DCRC serves women and children who suffer from domestic abuse.
“Pennies for Change” is their thrift store, providing clothing for the women and
children and income to the organization.

Project: Sorting, light cleaning, and painting at the thrift store.

Needed: 5-6 people, any ages.

Durham Rescue Mission — Good Samaritan Inn

The Good Samaritan Inn provides housing, community, and spiritual support to
women who are recovering from addiction, as well as to their children.

Project: Paint and decorate two bathrooms at the Good Samaritan Inn.

Needed: Four people; no particular painting skills are needed.

Durham Rescue Mission — Thrift Shop

Durham Rescue Mission is a Christian ministry serving those who are hungry
and homeless in Durham and proclaiming the message of Jesus Christ.

Project: Organize, clean, and decorate at the DRM thrift shop (Fold clothing,
greet shoppers, dress mannequins, etc.)

Needed: Ten people; both teenagers and adults are welcome.

Genesis Home

Genesis Home provides housing and support services for families facing
homelessness.

Project: Various cleaning projects around the Genesis Home.

Needed: 12-15 people, 12 years old and up.
